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The purpose of the Student Travel Assistance Awards is to help defray the expenses for students presenting an abstract from poster or platform at the 21st International Neurotoxicology Conference (NTX XXI).  We have adapted the same criteria and protocol as the Society of Toxicology.  The awards will be approximately $800-$1200 depending on the number of qualified applicants and the amount of funds available. 

ELIGIBILITY:  Eligibility requirements include any pre- or post-graduate or medical student enrolled full-time in an accredited college or university. The Candidate must submit an abstract (as primary author) following the Abstract Guidelines.  The Candidate must also present from poster or platform. Only students traveling more than 100 miles to the meeting are eligible for the award.  

Deadline for receipt of application is November 15, 2003.
APPLICATIONS:  All applications should be submitted to Dr. Joan Cranmer, Conference Chair.  Decisions will be made by an outside Student Travel Award Committee.  The Committee will consist of senior scientists who have served in this capacity for the Society of Toxicology (SOT) and the International Neurotoxicology Association (INA) and are familiar with established procedures.

Application will include: 

1. 
A letter from student describing his/her academic standing and interests, his/her expected graduation date and degree, advisor’s name and contact information. 

2.
A one-page vita that includes the student’s research interest, projects and papers published. 

3.  
A detailed letter from the student’s faculty advisor indicating why the student is deserving of receiving a travel award and any special circumstances. 

4.
The title of the paper(s) to be presented (first author) by the student at the meeting.

NOTIFICATION:  Notification of awardees will be made by December 1, 2003.  Applications and Eligibility Requirements, Abstract Submission Guidelines, Program and other related information are posted on the Conference website at www.neurotoxicology.com. 

METHOD OF AWARD:  The recipient is responsible for making his or her own registration, lodging and travel arrangements.  If Lodging and Registration fees are awarded, the Conference will pay for these directly. If airfare (full or partial) is awarded, The Neurotoxicology Conference will treat airfare as a travel reimbursement rather than a stipend. The student awardee will receive a check for reimbursement of airfare expenses in the amount specified in the NOTIFICATION OF AWARD.  

Recipients of Student Travel Assistance Awards also are eligible for the Student Poster Competition cash and plaque awards.
