NIEHS Town Meeting -- Environmental & Neurodevelopmental Disorders over the Lifespan Sunday, September 11, 2005 (1:30 PM at the Sheraton-RTP) -- Open to the Public. Hosted by the International Neurotoxicology Conference, the Town Meeting will include brief presentations on the impact of exposure to environmental toxicants on our health throughout the lifespan. Keynote address and open dialogue with Dr. David Schwartz, NIEHS Director, will be followed by short presentations and discussion on North Carolina issues related to the environment and neurodevelopmental disorders. Four scientists and a community rep have agreed to serve on the panel (from Duke, NCCU, Wake Forest Univ, state health dept and a community group in Tillery, NC). They'll cover topics like PCBs, Hog farms & health, Farm workers & pesticides, Lead (Pb) mapping, and Environmental Justice. Other guests include North Carolina health, environmental justice, education and advocacy organizations along with researchers and public officials.

The NIEHS sponsors three to four town meetings each year. These meetings provide a forum for NIEHS and other public health groups to hear about the public's concerns about environmental health. These meetings also provide an opportunity for NIEHS to share it's research findings with the public. The dialogue is also important for future programmatic planning.
